· Juanita Raymond from the Tallahassee Astronomical Society will present “Star Stories;”  and,
· Robin Tillery, whose background is Cherokee and Scotch Irish, will perform Native American woodland flute music.

Families are encouraged to bring their own chairs and blankets for the event. Members of the Astronomical Society will be on hand with telescopes for public viewing.
 

Mission San Luis was the western capital of Spanish Florida from 1656 to 1704. Today the Mission brings the 17th century to life through costumed interpreters, reconstructed buildings, exhibits and archaeological demonstrations. The site is a National Historic Landmark and recipient of a Preserve America Presidential Award. Mission San Luis is located at 2021 Mission Road in Tallahassee, Florida.
